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1- Current Situation of the Project


1-1 Reforestation


The third phase of the project commenced in April 2000. Reforestation, which is the main activity of TPP, has the benefit of providing very positive and visible results in the field. The table below shows the results of the first phase, which lasted from 1994 to March 1999.

Other integrated aspects of the TPP developed by Green Cross Burkina Faso, such as ploughing on the reforestation sites and construction of small anti-erosive dikes, increase the project's productivity. The data related to these activities are given in the following paragraphs.





1-2- Construction of small anti-erosive dikes


As for the second phase (1999-2000), 99 hectares of land (reforestation sites and land under cultivation) have been equipped with these constructions that enable the conservation of water and soils. The details of these realizations are the following:





- Sambtinga: 40 hectares


- Yabonsgo: 30 hectares


- Rikou: 29 hectares





1-3 Ploughing

2- Perspectives for the future


We plan to give more dynamism to the TPP by orientating it towards a more integrated approach through the launching of complementary activities, such as the establishment of tree nurseries, the production and use of organic fertilizers by the farmers, the integration of the project's activities with agriculture, which is the basic activity of the population on all the sites of intervention, and the reinforcement of training and awareness-raising on subjects such as rural health, village and rural hydraulics. None of these activities are new, but their consideration and reinforcement are now part of Green Cross Burkina Faso's priorities.


All of these aspects are under negotiation, together with the third phase that will last up to March 2001, in collaboration with partners Green Cross Japan. The TTP project has a budget of US$ 150,000 per year, provided by GC Japan from volunteer donations and support of Japanese Foundations..  However, we must acknowledge that things do not always happen as we expect and we are not certain to succeed in fulfilling all aspects of the planned outcome of the project with the collaboration of GCJ.





3- The difficulties faced in the implementation of the TPP


It is clear that the major problem is related to the very limited resources available for the Fight Against Desertification project. The logistical means that would have helped to efficiently face the adversity of the Sahelian environment, such as tractors (for ploughing and transportation), carts, small working equipment, office supplies, etc., are dramatically missing. Also, the financial resources allocated each year to the project are quite insufficient and uncertain. One of the solutions to this uncertaintly would hence be the diversification of the financial resources for the project, and GCI's support would be decisive in facilitating  the opening of some doors.
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
